And don’t miss the Wedgwood Visitor Centre at
Barlaston. This is a living museum exhibiting Wedgwood
from the 18th century, with art galleries and topical
exhibitions open throughout the year.

Stafford is a truly green Borough. From town parks with
their own flower festivals, to Summer concerts, tennis
courts, bowling greens and play areas amid award-
winning floral displays.

Just to the south of Stafford is Cannock Chase, once

a Royal Hunting forest, now an ‘Area of Outstanding

Natural Beauty’ and home to Britain’s largest herd of
fallow deer and a host of wildlife.

Impressive Trentham Gardens in the north of the
Borough is 750 acres of parkland, woodland and lakes,
the recent subject of extensive restoration with
Capability Brown’s parkland and the famous Italian
Gardens now open to the public. This is destined to be
one of Europe’s leading visitor destinations.
